The Internet Explorer screen consists of the following:  

 

Address Bar  Displays the address of the web site being viewed  

Live Search  Provides a quick way of performing a search using a variety of search 

 engines 

View Window Which displays the actual web page.  

Status Bar  Which shows the user exactly what Explorer  is doing. 

Scroll Bar  At the far right of the screen, which allows the user  to move up and down 

 the page. 

Command Bar Contains various tools such as Home page, Print, RSS feeds, and Help  

Menu Bar Contains a variety of commands and options from which to make a 

 selection.  This is an optional feature and may not be displayed.
